JOHN JOSEPH LATASTE, O.P., Priest, Founder (1832-1869)
“Once we lived in a prison, now it is a castle...”

On September 14, 1864, John Joseph Lataste, a Dominican priest, 32 years old, ordained less than a year, arrived
at the gate of a women’s prison at 4:30 a.m. The location was Cadillac, a French town some miles east of Bordeaux.
The prison itself was an old castle, once the town’s pride and now the town’s shame for it had been converted into a
penitentiary for long-term offenders. Besides the regular prison guards, and the prison chaplain, there was a group of
religious Sisters, Daughters of Wisdom, who had been called upon to assist the prison staff and help meet the spiritual
needs of the prisoners. It was these sisters who had asked the local Dominican community for a priest to give a retreat
at the prison. The priest arrived so early because time for conferences had to be taken from the prisoners’ sleep time,
not their work time.
In the darkness the heavy gate opened and the priest went to the chapel for his first conference. He viewed a sea of
heads covered with blue-gray kerchiefs bowed so that no faces were visible. Were they sleeping or praying? He would
soon find out. The chapel was packed, 380 of the 400 inmates were there. The priest, though he had some misgivings,
was well prepared. He began, “My dearest sisters, do you understand why | address you this way? Actually, who are
you for me? If you left here the finger of shame would be pointed at you. It is unjust and cruel, I know but unfortu-
nately that is the case. And I, a priest, come to you freely, | extend my hands to you and say ‘My dearest sisters?’ You
may ask, why are you are so dear to me? | tell you I am a minister of God who loves you regardless of your mistakes,
with a love that is not known here on earth, the love of a God who pursues you with his love, and who in the moment |
am speaking to you is already in your hearts...”
He goes on to draw a parallel with the lives of contemplative nuns. They, too, remain within the four walls of the
convent. The difference is that they do it for love of God and are deeply happy. The priest continues with the exam-
ples of Mary Magdalene, the penitent woman who washed Christ’s feet with her tears. He also notices the heads be-
gin to rise, some smiling, some with tears, yet he realizes that God is touching their hearts. He realized this especially
the last night of the three day retreat when he had all night adoration of the Blessed Sacrament. He expected two
women to adore, taking turns about every hour. Instead, 200 prisoners came to adore for the first half of the night, then
were replaced by the other 200 for the second half of the night, having arranged it among themselves. It stirred him to
ponder God’s grace at work in them and how he might help them.
Fr. Lataste’s family came from Cadillac, the same town as the prison. They were a happy family with five children
and caring parents. The mother was a devout Catholic and had the children baptized and instructed in the faith, though
the father was an agnostic. Young Alcide, later John Joseph in religion, early on wanted to be a priest but in high
school the father changed him from a seminary course to a business course, and the young man was content to train
for a government post in the tax assessor’s office. He was posted to a nearby town where he met a 16 year-old girl,
Cecile, and they became engaged. Alcide’s family did not approve of the girl’s family, and his father arranged to have
Alcide sent to a tax office in a distant town of Pau, effectively breaking the three month engagement, and also he re-
minded Alcide that he could not yet support a wife. Alcide and Cecile continued to correspond but he prayed to Our
Lady, asking her to help him and to give a sign if he should plan for marriage. The sign came less than two years later
when the girl died. In the meantime, Alcide had become interested in the Conferences of St. Vincent de Paul, in their
apostolate of teaching the faith to young people and in helping the poor. Outside of his work at the tax office, this
work with the Conferences appealed to his heart and to it he gave all his spare time. Yet he was still not satisfied with
his life and the thought of the priesthood returned to him. At one point he heard a sermon by Pere Lacordaire, the fa-
mous Dominican preacher, so he wrote to him, asking for a copy of the Dominican rule of life. Lacordaire answered
by saying that the Dominican rule and constitutions were a big tome and Alcide would do better to read Lacordaire’s
biography of St. Dominic. Alcide did so and them applied for entrance to the Dominicans. He was accepted and en-
tered on November 4, 1857, at the age of 25. He received his formation at St. Maximin, the Dominican Priory near
Marseilles which also was known for devotion to Mary Magdalene and which housed her shrine. Here the former Al-
cide, now John Joseph, developed a great devotion to Mary Magdalene, identifying her with Mary of Bethany, the sis-
ter of Martha. Here, too, he was ordained in 1863 at the age of 31.
From the beginning of his priestly ministry, John Joseph was an effective preacher, especially able to speak to the
hearts of young people and inspire them with thoughts of a priestly or religious vocation. In 1864 he gave the retreat
to prisoners, which changed their lives and his. That retreat set him wondering abut how to help the women prisoners
after they were released, for many fell back into their former bad habits. He conceived the idea of founding a religious
institute composed of both ordinary women and those who had been released from prison. He wrote a booklet called
“Rehabilitated Women”, had 3,000 copies published and distributed to bishops and other religious authorities and this
stirred up interest. In 1866 he was joined by a Charity sister, Sister Henri Lacordaire Berthier, who became the co-
foundress of the projected institute. It was to be called Bethany after the house of Martha and her sister, Mary
(Magdalene) - symbols of the active and contemplative penitent life lived under one roof. In 1867 the first two postu-
lants entered and began formation. That year Fr. John Joseph requested and received from the Dominicans two years
to complete his foundation of Bethany. He wrote a Rule and in September, 1868, he came to Bethany to stay, in De-
cember he came very ill, and in March, 1869, he died at the age of 36, with the words “Mary, Mother of Mercy” on
his lips. Immediately after Fr. Lataste’s death the bishop of Besancon approved Bethany as a diocesan institute for it
then had 20 members. In 1888 it was formally affiliated with the Order of Preachers. The cause for Fr. Lataste’s can-
onization had been begun in the diocese of Besancon. In the 1990’s Bethany had 14 houses in 7 countries, plus a con-
gregation for men, the Brothers of Bethany, established in the United States in 1985.
