ALEXANDER VINCENT JANDEL, O.P., Master General (1810-1872)

“When | want to make him a cardinal, the Dominicans choose him as their Master General.” (Pope Pius 1X)

The gifted administrator who restored the Dominican Order to its regular observance was Alexander Vincent Jandel, a priest who re-
ceived his original inspiration from Lacordaire. Born in Lorraine, France, in 1810, he was baptized Joseph Alexander. His mother had a repu-
tation for Christian valor reaching back to the terrible days of the French Revolution, when she had gone into prison to say goodbye to her
own mother who was awaiting execution. She had been tireless in her assistance to priests in the troubled years after the Revolution. Even
after, her son credited his own priestly and religious vocation to this courageous devout of his mother.

In 1822 he went to the college of Nancy to study philosophy and thence to the seminary. Although of frail health he kept strictly to the
seminary rules and kept a monastic silence. In 1829, a political revolution in France closed the Nancy seminary and the seminarians were sent
to Switzerland. Here among the mountains Jandel cultivate what admitted was his worst fault—he was too fond of walks! But this probably
saved the life of the frail seminarian. In 1834 he was ordained, at age 24, and sent back to the reopened seminary to teach Scripture, then was
appointed its rector.

Jandel, seeking a deeper life of prayer, applied to join the Jesuits, but they, because of his frail health, told him to wait two years. Then he
met Lacordaire whose proposal to restore the Dominican Order in France appealed to him. His Jesuit confessor advised him to join Lacordaire
in this restoration. Still uncertain he went to Rome and consulted Pope Gregory XVI who looked at the tall young priest and assured him,
“Whichever Order you join you will be a “big” saint.” Jandel then took the Dominican habit in 1841, and, for his formation finished, joined
Lacordaire in France to begin the work of restoration. This was 1843, and the first Dominican house was set up a Nancy with Jandel as its
superior. When a novitiate was begun at Flavigny in 1848, Jandel was chosen its first prior.

Both Jandel and Lacordaire were the ‘movers and shakers’ who helped re-establish the Order in France. Lacordaire was the orator of gen-
ius who could set on fire the hearts of men to follow Christ; the planner and initiator of great and noble works. Jandel, on the other hand, was
the administrator—the calm, grave, wise ruler of men—who tenaciously held to what was true and good. Jandel was first attracted by Lacor-
daire and they became strong friends and collaborators; they also had differences, Lacordaire willing to drop observances of Dominican Rule
which seemed unsuited for their time, while Jandel was for the observance of the ancient Rule in all its strictness.

Though Jandel had not the preaching genius of his associate he nevertheless was a strong preacher. At Lyons he preached a sermon on
the power of the cross. Afterwards, a Freemason challenged him to show the truth of his words by going to their Lodge. Jandel entered the
Lodge, lifted up his crucifix and made a large sign of the cross. Instantly, the lights went out, the furniture was thrown around, and all the
Masons fled in terror, leaving Jandel standing with his cross.

In 1850, Fr. Jandel was called to Rome by Pope Pius 1X and named Vicar of the Dominican Order. At this time the Order had reached the
lowest point in its history, e.g., before 1790 it had about 20,000 friars and now, 60 years later, it had about 4,500. The friars did not follow the
ancient rule, there were few novices, governments were generally hostile to the religious life, e.g., in France, Portugal, Germany, Mexico,
South America. The Order itself since the year 1804 had been divided into two jurisdictions, the 15 provinces of Spain and South America
were divided from those of Rome and the rest of Europe and North America.

The agreement was to alternate the office of Master General between Spain and Rome every six years, but in effect each part of the Order
went its own way as it pleased. It was the hope of Pius IX that Jandel could effect a reform of the Order for the good of the whole Church, and
he was not disappointed.

The new vicar began his reform in Rome, setting up the convent of Santa Sabina as a house of regular observance. He told his friars, “We
are the children of saints; we reap glory from our fathers. But let up beware, lest being no credit to them, we be numbered among those whose
glory is turned into shame.” ‘Regular observance’ included such things as—perpetual abstinence from meat, rising at midnight to pray and
sing the psalms. Naturally he met some resistance to these rules of common life—some of the friars in Naples called him a Communist—but
gradually by his patience and kindness he won over most of them. He did so well that when it was the turn of the Roman province to have the
office of Master General in 1855, Pius X appointed him to that office for its term of six years. This meant the Fr. Jandel could now bring his
reform of the Order to its Spanish jurisdiction as well as its Roman jurisdiction.

When Fr. Jandel was appointed as Vicar he found an Order in which the spiritual life was almost non-existent, to say nothing of commu-
nity life. Within two months he set up a plan of restoration, modeled on that of Bl. Raymond of Capua, calling on each province to set up a
house where the Rule and Constitutions could be lived to the letter—regular attendance at choir, observance of fast and abstinence, the wear-
ing of woolen clothes even in hot weather, weekly community meetings where the friars were instructed in the life of prayer and also admitted
their faults, and full community life. He himself visited the European provinces and sent delegates to provinces in North and South America;
by letter and by these personal visits he roused his friars to a prayerful and observant religious life. Although he met initial resistance his pa-
tience, his tenacity and his unfailing kindness ultimately won the allegiance of the whole Order.

There were two signs of this. The first sign was that when his temporary term as Pius IX’s appointee came to an end, in 1862 the Domini-
cans assembled in chapter at Rome elected him as Master General for the whole Order, indicating that Fr. Jandel was not merely “the Pope’s
man” but he was, instead, the choice of the whole Dominican Order. Pope Pius XI remarked, half-jestingly, “When I appoint him they say it is
a hindrance to the Order; when I want to make him a cardinal then they choose him themselves.”

The second sign was that he initiated conversations with the Spanish section of the Order and he had the satisfaction of seeing them re-
turn to full union with the whole Order in 1872, five months before he died.

Fr. Jandel was a gifted spiritual director, sought by such persons as Cardinal Manning and Fr. Tom Burke. He was even more gifted as an
administrator, and he infused new life into the Order. He re-established several provinces, combining some of the old ones. He opened many
new houses, encouraging the community life and observance. He was zealous to renew the religious life of the enclosed nuns, and he also did
much to promote the Third Order (Dominican Laity). He was zealous to promote the devotion of the rosary and the study of St. Thomas. He
published new liturgical books that resulted in solemn chanting of the psalms in choir and the singing of ’high’ Masses in most Dominican
houses. Fr. Jandel also published a new, updated version of the Constitutions, so that all friars would know what the common life required of
them.

In 1870 occurred the ‘miracle of St. Dominic in Soriano.” For five days, in front of the Italian troops occupying Rome, a wooden statue of
St. Dominic walked around and gesticulated as though it were preaching. Fr. Jandel sent a circular letter to the whole Order pointing to this
miracle as a divine sign that the Order should be faithful to its preaching mission.

Fr. Jandel died at Rome in December, 1872. He was mourned by the whole Order, and he is justly considered one of its greatest Masters
General.
